CART is Communication Access
Realtime Translation. A CART pro-
vider assists hearing-impaired stu-
dents and other clients by providing
realtime translation on a computer
of lectures, meetings and other
presentations, typically in a college
or school setting.

Captioning is the written display of
text of television or other media
broadcasts. The captioner voice-
writes the live or prerecorded
broadcast, and the translation ap-
pears on the television screen.
Captioning is mandated by the gov-
ernment to assist hearing-impaired
people.
